This list was compiled by David Still based on earlier work he did with Euan and Kathy Warburton.
Possible errors

We were preparing the list for publication at the time of David’s untimely death in 2025, so some
guestions remain unanswered and there are likely to be anomalies in the list. For instance, do close
variants of names refer to different people or the same person, such as with Bower, Bower’s, Bowes
and Bowies?

Scope

The list of place names covers the area that included the Waipori goldfields, the township of Waipori
and the surrounding area that looked to Waipori as its community centre. That includes the effect of
Lake Mahinerangi, but not Waipori Falls and the community associated with the dams’ construction
and operation of the power scheme.

Official and recorded names

We have added some names to David’s list from the New Zealand Gazetteer, the government register
of place names. We have also indicated in blue font which are recorded names and which are official
names. The difference relates to how formally the name has been recognised, and there is more
information on this at the end of the table.

Apostrophes

When naming a place after a person it’s common to use the possessive apostrophe, such as Wilson’s
Gully or McDonald’s Spur. The official authority for New Zealand place names does not permit the
use of the apostrophe except for existing names where the apostrophe has been used for a long time
and the name has “low public value”. So in Waipori we have Barbours Stream and Knights Dam as
recorded names.

The table lists names as David had recorded them, so we have entries such as Lockharts Gully and
the nearby Lockhart’s Spur.

In New Zealand place names are often described as either recorded names or official names. The
difference relates to how formally the name has been recognised.

The New Zealand Geographic Board (NZGB) is the official body that assigns, approves, alters and
discontinues official and recorded place names in New Zealand.

A recorded name is one that is not an official geographic name but appears in at least two
publications or databases that are publicly available and, in the opinion of the NZGB, are
‘authoritative’ publications or databases.

Official names, on the other hand, are names that have been formally approved by the NZGB. A
name must meet strict criteria before it can be approved, and approval involves research, public
consultation and consideration of historical and cultural significance. Once a name becomes official
it is the standard name used by government agencies, official maps and publications.

In short, a recorded name reflects historical or local usage, while an official name has been legally
recognised and standardised. Both are important: recorded names preserve historical information,
while official names ensure consistency and clarity in maps and documents across New Zealand.
